1. Students from kindergarden to 12th grade may enter.
Amateur photographers only.

2. Black and white or color photos accepted. Photos must be at
least 4” x 6” but not larger than 8”x10”. Do not mount or
frame. Photos must be labeled on the back with name,
address, and phone number.

3. Submit photo and accompanying negative with registration
form in an envelope. Photos without negatives will be
disqualified. Photos and negatives become the property of
Farmers Insurance.*

4. Photos must be taken with 35 mm film. No Polaroid,
Advantix or digital photos, please. Disposable box camera
photos OK.

5. Photographers may submit more than one entry. A
registration form must be submitted with each photo and
negative.

6. Entries must be received by TCM by Wednesday, April 
23, 2003. 

7. Farmers and TCM employees, agents and their dependents are
not eligible to enter the competition.
